The colours of the Liturgical Year were introduced almost a
thousand years ago, when most people who attended church
were illiterate and all services were celebrated in Latin,
which most people didn’t speak.

The colours are a simple visual clue to everyone, showing

which time of the liturgical year we are in.

This is why pupils and teachers should notice different
colours in our Collective Worship slides, in the Chapel and in
our Reception.

WHY GREEN?

Green is the colour of Ordinary Time, the time of the Church’s year
that we are currently celebrating.

The clue is in what else is green: grass, leaves, trees, moss. Just
look outside your window on any Spring or Summer day to notice
that we live in a green and growing place. So, that’s why green:
this is our growing time. This is a time to learn more about God’s
plan and listen more carefully to God’s Word.
